Entries must be received by Monday July 11, 2005. Late entries may be accepted upon receipt of a late fee of  $1.00 per event, provided they are received before the event starts and do not result in the need for a redraw. The Tournament Committee’s decision as to whether to accept a late entry is final. The late entry fee will not be charged where a player is requested to complete a doubles team.
Notes:  
• The above times are indicative only, and the committee reserves the right to alter the times to suit the situation on the day in conjunction with the players involved.
• If numbers are sufficient, round robin pools will be played in the first round. 

• If there are less than four entries for any singles event (or three pairs in doubles), the committee reserves the right to cancel that event and refund entry fees. Alternatively the option to play up a grade will be given, if available. Affected players will be advised.

All champions and runners-up will receive trophies to be handed out at by their club at a convenient future date.

Tournament Conditions

1. No food or drink is to be taken into the main playing area.

2. The Tournament Committee will have sole management of the championships, which will be played under the rules and regulations of the SNDTTA.

3. Unless a specific local ruling has been given, TTNSW rules will apply.

4. White Stiga 40mm balls will be used for the tournament.. Therefore no predominant white clothing is acceptable.

5. No claim will be recognized by the SNDTTA should any player receive any injury during the playing of this tournament.

6 The Tournament Committee reserves the right to cancel any event for any reason.

7 Players graded C2 or D may enter their respective events, regardless of whether they have played in the Autumn competition. But if the player is C2 or D who has not played in the Autumn competition, note that a special fee of $10 is required for insurance and registration purposes. For all other events, players must have played in the Autumn competition.

8 For Veterans, players must be 50 years or over as at 31 December 2005.

9 False or misleading information on an entry form shall leave the player liable to disqualification from subsequent events.

10 All players will be required to umpire at least one match for each event entered. Failure to umpire when called upon to do so may lead to disqualification from subsequent events.

11 In the case of a doubles player being unavailable, replacements may be allowed, subject to the approval of the Tournament Committee. No substitution will be allowed after the pair has played one match in the event.

12 The scoring system will be as in the Autumn competition, where each game is to 11 points. All matches will be best of five games.

13 In the handicap event, scoring will be based on the previously used system to 31 points and each player is scaled to their recent performance. The first player to reach 31 points wins the game; i.e. there is no 2 point difference rule.

14 No entry form will be accepted unless accompanied by the entry fee.

15 The entry form must be signed by the player to signify acceptance of  
all conditions.

16 It is the responsibility of the winner of each match to ensure the scorecard is correctly completed and returned to the control desk. Mistakes discovered after the next match has been played will not be corrected.

17 Players are ineligible to play in a grade below their personal grading.

18 Players not in attendance when called to play will face immediate disqualification from that event.
